e Data gaps and the lack of data for key indicators are frequently cited as
difficulties in preparing evidence-based VNRs
v The selection of statistics presented doesn't always reflect national SDGs
or policy priorities stated elsewhere in the same VNR.

* Need for timely data for swift policy interventions by governments and
development partners.

 Many countries highlight the need to produce disaggregated data to address
LNOB, but also stress they are facing difficulties in producing sufficiently
disaggregated data.

e Countries highlight the need for increased financial and technical support to
have sufficient data and statistics to produce a more evidence-based VNR and
to monitor the SDGs.
