differences in their priorities, resources, needs, data
availability among others

 Almost 54 percent of the global SDG indicators either fully or
partially matched with the national SDG indicators in India.

* Thus, the progress on SDGs is monitored not only through a set of
global but also through national SDG indicators

* In India, progress of SDGs is tracked through monitoring
frameworks for SDGs at national, sub-national and local level.

» Monitoring frameworks at different administrative levels are
developed taking into account respective needs, priorities,
resources, data requirement/ availability at that level

» ldentification of indicators of national priorities to
monitor the progress;

» ldentification of national data sources and its periodicity.
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In line with India’s vision of Viksit Bharat@
2047, other countries may also like to set
development agenda beyond 2030 for
themselves considering their resources, needs
and priorities, etc. and develop country specific
monitoring framework with NATION FIRST
APPROACH for tracking the development
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
