Sub-indicators and scoring scheme

(b) Strategy interconnectedness

The connection between the migration strategy and other sectoral strategies

Scoring:

Is this strategy alignied with national economic development strategies?

[Yes / No (e.g. if answer to previous guestion was “no — national development strateqy is
notdefined”, orif national development strategy is not aligned) / Somewhat {e.g. national
economic development strateqy is only vaguely defined)]
