The approach here seems to be that once we
have the SNA filled in how do we isolate the informa economy. But isn't the more basic issue how
does the new data collected in surveys using the concepts of informal sector and informal employment
improve the estimates of SNA? Further, the concept of informa employment is introduced but nothing is
donewith it. Dataoninforma sector and informa employment can improve the exhaustiveness and
accuracy of nationa accounts in several important ways over previous sources of data but thisis not
addressed in the chapter.
