Purpose of programme Is to develop the
capacity to produce a range of economic
statistics, 1.e., remove the constraints
preventing their production

Core set fulfils two roles:
Determines the scope of the programme

Provides guidance on the minimum set of
economic statistics to be produced.




Determining Core Set

Driven by user needs, national & international
Produce database to inform, analyse and monitor:
trends in macroeconomic growth
stability in real & financial markets
monetary and fiscal policy
efficient functioning of markets

policies to deliver sustainable development and
Improvements in economic well-being

International reporting needs; etc

Not driven solely by SNAO8 implementation needs -
but SNA and MDG needs influence it
