BOP

• Change some terminology and present 
rules?

• Business travel – change to exp on behalf 
of employer (colB) and on own behalf (C) 

• Bus travel on own account may be 
negligible

• Columns B and C are “travel”



BOP cont

• Line 2b, should have gross comp emp, 
may have net of “travel

• Require border and seasonal workers to 
be employed in host country (if not, 
provide services) 

• Family members of working non-residents 
treated as non-working non-residents (incl
diplomats etc) change in BOP

• Col B is intermediate consumption
• Col C is final consumption
• Change subsistence rule to be in line with 

BOP (and practice?) – all intermediate 
consumption

• Cols B and C up to row 2bi is expenditure 
by tourists abroad

• Change TSA to include occasional visitors
