- For example: provided by resident operator beyond the
customs frontier, on exports

- For example: provided by resident operator inside the
exporting economy, on imports

Transportation services supplied for goods that are
not exports or imports of the compiling economy

- For example: transit trade (through economy) or cross
trade (between third economies)
