Official Trade Statistics : Manufacturing services

1. Link detailed merchandise trade statistics to the 
business register. This matching process may not be 
perfect, but is essential in deriving results;

2. Conduct a survey among enterprises of the 
manufacturing industries and determine the percentage 
of processing done under contract for foreign companies 

3. Link the enterprise survey results to the merchandise 
trade statistics via the business register, and 
determine the volume and kind of imported and exported 
goods, which is associated to the enterprises that  
“process under contract”
