Mr. Chair,

The United Arab Emirates, under the leadership of the Federal Geographic
Information Center, continues to strengthen its efforts in the standardization
and adoption of geographical names at the national level. The Center has
developed and updated the official national database of geographical names

in accordance with international best practices.

The Center has also launched clear governance mechanisms that include the
proposal, collection, and approval of names in collaboration with a national
committee representing all Emirates of the country. The national geospatial
information policy has been approved by the Cabinet, ensuring that

geographical names are an integral part of this framework. Additionally, the



Center has developed a smart application for geographical names, accessible
via the national geospatial information platform and mobile devices, aimed at
facilitating access to and use of geographical names by relevant entities and

institutions.

As part of its initiatives to support development, the UAE has launched the
“Rural Place Names Correction Initiative,” which aims to document and unify
names in non-urban areas. This contributes to improved service accessibility

and supports development plans.

Furthermore, the Center is working on the development of a national
geographic glossary or atlas that includes all approved names. Efforts are also
underway to integrate artificial intelligence technologies into the processes of
verification and historical and social research of names, to ensure the
sustainability and continuity of geographic knowledge, and to standardize the
pronunciation and spelling of geographical names both nationally and

internationally.
